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Project summary…
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As some of you will know, for the last two years Women in Property have been running a Schools Roadshow in conjunction with Lilian Baylis Technology School, a mixed comprehensive for 11 to 16 year olds based in Lambeth. The aim is to introduce the students to the construction industry at a time when they are being encouraged to think about their future careers.

In discussions with young women who have recently entered property and construction, the same issue has come up again and again; there is little information or guidance on careers in this sector for school students. Many of them stumbled upon their degree/career choices by accident, or by chatting to a family member.  Very few could thank school careers advisors.
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So in conjunction with Lilian Baylis and Matter Nightclub, 120 year 10 students will spend the day of Wednesday 13th January 2010 with members of Women in Property and Fabric at a tour of the O2 and the Matter nightclub within the O2 Dome. 
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The programme has previously (and we hope this year also) included a technical tour of the main arenas to begin. This is followed by a brainstorming session putting the students into groups which will be tasked to produce documents to support a fit out client brief prepared by Matter. 

Students will present their ideas at the end of the day and Matter and WIP will award a prize to the winning team. Each student will leave with a goody bag containing company and careers information as well as treats. 

More detailed information on the day’s timetable and project team breakdown is to the right.

Outcomes…
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The students develop their ideas for the refurbishment of the VIP space, each playing a real role within the team. Finally the teams present their ideas to a panel of judges and a winner and runner up are announced.
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The students benefit primarily from gaining an insight into the industry and what it can offer them but also other fundamental skills which can be applied to any industry including:

· Communication skills

· Team working skills

· Commercial skills

· Time management 

· Presentation skills

Feedback from previous events has suggested that it inspired the students and some have even been in contact with some of the companies involved and work experience and support was offered as a result.

In addition, the companies involved also gained a vast amount from the experience, not only recognition but also participating in something which is fulfilling and that contributes to the industry’s future.
