Commenting on her achievement, Hilary said: “This is so unexpected. I’m thrilled to have been selected particularly when the quality of the competition has been so high. 'It's been a great experience so far, giving me the opportunity to consider my views on architecture, present my ideas and interact with professionals working in the property industry. “

Briefing notes

The Women in Property National Student Awards were launched in 2007 to mark the 20th Birthday of the Association.  Fuelled by their success over the past two years, we are again running the scheme, with around 42 Universities putting forward over 65 of their rising stars.

The Awards are open to second year, female students studying a Built Environment course and are independently administered.  The interviews are facilitated by Iain Holliday, an independent assessor/trainer.  

Our aspiration, as an organisation, is to recognise excellence, encourage up and coming talent and nurture the role models of tomorrow.  

The Awards…

· Recognise the talent available to the industry at the earliest possible stage 

· Highlight to industry the necessity to link with universities early in the educational process

Broaden the opportunities open to students as they progress through their university career, with paid work placements

· Improve the knowledge of those at university on the career options available 

· Improve the students’ skills to present their coursework

The process: 

· The Universities are approached and invited to nominate their best students for the Awards.  

· The students are then invited to submit a CV and to go for an interview before high profile regional judges drawn from industry, higher education and including our own regional Chairmen.  

· During April, May and June the branches hold regional Award events when the regional finalists are announced.  

· The winner of each regional award receives £300, an opportunity for work experience, free membership of the Association upon graduating and the opportunity to participate in the WiP mentoring programme whereby a mentor will support them in their early career.  
· She will then go head to head with winners from seven other regions across the UK, in a national final for a prize of £700 as “the Best of Best” at a Black Tie Awards dinner which will take place at Claridge’s, on 21st September 2010.
